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A. Since 2000, there has been a lot of progress in achieving the target of universal prim

ary education. The total rate of enrollment in developing countries reached 91 percent i

n 2015, and the worldwide number of children out of school has dropped by almost hal

f. There has also been a huge increase in the number of people who can read and write.

 Many more girls are in school than ever before. These are all incredible successes. 

 

B. Progress has been difficult in some developing countries because of high levels of p

overty, conflicts and other emergencies. In Western Asia and North Africa, continuing 

armed conflict has led to an increase in the number of children out of school. This is a 

worrying trend. Sub-

Saharan Africa made the greatest progress in primary school enrollment among all devel

oping regions. Enrollment increased from 52 percent in 1990 to 78 percent in 2012, but t

oday, it is not the same in all regions. Children from the poorest households are up to 2

5% more likely to be out of school than those of the richest households. Differences be

tween rural and urban areas also remain high. 

 

C. Achieving inclusive and quality education for all confirms the belief that education is

 one of the most powerful and proven tools for sustainable development. This goal ma

kes sure that all girls and boys complete free primary and secondary schooling by 2030.

 It also aims to provide equal access to affordable job training, to eliminate gender and

 wealth differences, and achieve universal access to quality higher education.
